All students should have the following forms: 1, 1A, Research Plan, 1B prior to experimentation and Abstract on official FL SSEF form completed after and displayed on or at the lower left of the display.
SRC/IRB Approval Required prior to starting a Vertebrate Protocol Project - Student must get approval prior to starting their experiment

· Read pages 12 – 14 in ISEF Rules and pages 3 and 4 in FL SSEF Supplement
· Qualified Scientist Form – signed by Veterinarian
· May require Risk Assessment Form (3)
· Non-Human Vertebrate Form (5A) – signed by Veterinarian.  Designated Supervisor needs to be completed if Qualified Scientist is not directly monitoring research
· If research is done in Regulated Research Institute Form (5B) as well as Form (1C) 
· Bibliography reference to care of specific animal(s).
· Animals obtained commercially or any captured non-native species may NOT be released into the environment.
· Student should record daily the care and condition of animal(s) in log-book during the research
· Research plan should include what will happen to the animal(s) after the research
· SSEF Mortality Report completed after research, even if no animal dies.
· If an animal dies, the project needs to be terminated and a professional necropsy must document cause of death.
· Form 6B will need to be completed if using non-human vertebrate tissue samples.
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
